Now, more than 700 international students study at Kanazawa University. In our Top Global University Project, the
university aims to increase the number of international students to 2,200, i.e. 20% of all students in the university, in
2023. Toward that goal, we strive to increase the programs composed only of the courses taught in English, build a
new dormitory for Japanese and international students, and so on.

At the same time, we need to establish support systems for international students, so that they can live a fruitful life at
Kanazawa University. So far, tutors and international student advisors have been providing support for international
students, and this year, some new members joined us to support international students.
