Special Lecture by Keisuke Honda, a World Famous Soccer Player, Takes Place
On June 16th, a Japanese soccer star Keisuke Honda, who is currently playing for an Italian club, AC Milan,
and is a member of the Japan National Soccer Team, visited Kanazawa University and delivered a special

lecture to approximately 600 students at Human and Social Science Lecture Hall 1, Kakuma Campus
At the lecture, followed by Mr. Ryosuke Suzuki’s (General Manager of HONDA

ESTILO Co., Ltd.) explanation on “Kanazawa University Sports / Regional
Regeneration Project,” Mr. Honda spoke on the theme of the importance of taking
actions without fear of failure, how to face yourself, etc. In addition, he encouraged
students to keep challenging toward big goals in order to succeed not only in Japan
but also in the world.
